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BEFORE YOU START

Thoroughly inspect the countertop and sink prior to installation to ensure there are no cracks, chips or visible damage. Confirm
that all items required for installation are included in the kit.

Take accurate measurements of the area where the countertop with sink will be installed to ensure a perfect fit.
Make sure that the measurements are compatible with the dimensions of the worktop and washbasin before proceeding with
the installation.

Make sure that the surface where the countertop will be placed is level, clean and free of any debris.
Check the location of the water and drainage outlets, making sure that they are correctly aligned with the sink connections.

INSTALLATION

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To preserve the integrity of the product and prevent possible deformation, it is advisable to support the product in the shaded
areas highlighted in the attached images above. These specific areas provide the optimal support necessary to prevent the
product from bending or damage.
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CARE & MAINTENANCE

Pay special attention to the product installation as any cement or mortar residue may damage it. In order to remove them, use
a specific cement cleaner. Avoid rubbing the surface directly to avoid scratching it.

After every use, clean with water and ensure a good ventilation of the bathroom. For the routine cleaning, use water, liquid
cleaners and soft cloths or non-abrasive sponges. Never use scourers or abrasive substances as they can damage the surface.
Don "t mix different cleaning products.

In order to remove limescale residues, use an antiscale product following this steps:
1.-Apply the antiscale product with the help of a damp cloth over the entire surface.
2. - Leave the product to act for 15 minutes, then rinse thoroughly.

If stains persist, after cleaning with soap and water, use cleaning vinegar diluted in water. In this case, repeat the above steps
and let the product act for 5 minutes.

In case of stubborn stains, before applying the appropriate stain remover, clean the surface by rubbing with a plastic brush and
rinse with plenty of water.

Pay special attention to the logo so gently clean it as it could be damaged.
