If the fitting is installed at low pressure (tank fed), then the 
minimum distance from the highest installed position of the 
outlet to the underside of the cold tank should be at least 2 
metres to ensure adequate performance.

Suggestions for flushing out and water tightness installation 
test

1 - The concealed basin mixer is supplied with a plastic plate 
at the front (5) to enable the water to pass through and flush 
out the pipeworks . 

2 - Maximum test pressure : 16 bar.  Max 5 min. 

3 - Dismantle plug 2 to have it flow out and then replace 
after rinsing, ensuring the plug is correctly sealed and there 
are no leaks. 

Before assembling the outdoor set, always ensure perfect 
conditions and positions of the gasket in the shape of the  
built-in body - cartridge body seal shape.

 After the system test, if you do not want to complete the 
installation with the external parts, it is not recommended 
to leave the system under pressure with only the cap 
applied (5). If it is necessary to maintain the system under 
pressure, it is MANDATORY to position the two caps (4*)  as 
shown in the figure, in the two seats.
